Mr. Modi promotes and is in close alli-
ance with the extremist Hindutva movement, that 
consists of groups like Rashtriya Swayamsevak 
Sangh (RSS) and is supremacist and anti-
minority and whose members were responsible 
for the assassination of Gandhi. This movement 
was formed on the model of Mussolini's Fascist 
party in the 1920s and has been glorifying Hitler 
since the 1930s.
